Parenthetical Documentation/Bibliography Requirements and Examples
Sample body paragraph with parenthetical citations… This paragraph is 155 words. The quotation is 15 words.

No more than 10 to 15% of your paper should be quotations from your sources.

In addition to using military power to restrict the lives of Soviet citizens, Joseph Stalin also increased his power in the Soviet Union by placing greater restriction on the daily lives of his people. First of all, it became illegal to criticize public policy. He also limited the movement of citizens and their ability to travel freely. According to Theodore Link, an authority on Soviet life, “Stalin placed restrictions on the Russian people. From food to freedoms, Soviets were increasingly controlled” (Link 35).  These restrictions had a number of effects on the people, including widespread fear, rioting, and ultimately thousands of civilian deaths. Millions of people whom Stalin viewed as potential enemies were executed in a series of purges. Sheer violence and intimidation spread fear across the country. In short, Stalin used any method at his disposal to control and dominate the Soviet people.
Above is an example of how parenthetical documentation should look in your research paper. The documentation should immediately follow the material that you took from that source. In parentheses, put the author’s last name and the page number of the work. The punctuation for the sentence comes after the parentheses. There is no punctuation between the name and the page number. If you could not find the author’s name, then put the title of the work in place of the author’s name. 
On your Bibliography page, you should include complete bibliographical information for all the sources in your parenthetical documentation. These should match! Do not use parenthetical documentation for a source unless you also include it on your Bibliography page. 

Do the following to prepare your Bibliography page
· Center the heading Bibliography at the top of the page.

· Double space your entire Bibliography page.

· Alphabetize the entries on your Bibliography page by the last name of the author. If there is no author, then alphabetize by the first word of the title other than a, an, the.
· Do not indent the first line of each entry, but indent the second, third, etc. lines five spaces.
Include the following information in your “Bibliography” entries:

Book
Author’s last name, author’s first name. Title. Place of publication: Publisher, date of publication. Type of source.
